Camp Ministry! 
Mark was invited to be the Youth 
Pastor at a Christian Camp for a 
week. What we didn’t know was 
that 25% of the campers were on 
scholarships reserved for kids 
who do not have a church home!  

So 10 times in one week, Mark got to share the gospel with 100+ kids, about 25 of which have never heard 
the message before! What a privilege! 

We were absolutely overwhelmed with what God 
did that week. Counselors came up to us to tell us 
that 5 or 6 campers in their bunk repented of their 
sin and trusted Christ. Kids came up to us to tell us 
of their new faith. In total we heard of about 20 
campers who received Christ.  

Additionally, campers who already knew Christ 
renewed their resolve to follow Christ and turn 
from sin. It was truly astonishing.

Sal Responds to the Gospel on Sunday; is Dead on Monday! 
The man on the left is Sal. Sal came to a “Block Party” that our church sponsored. That was 
Saturday. He heard the gospel a number of times as it was preached throughout the event. 

Then Sal came to church the very next day, where he heard the message of salvation again. 
After church, our Pastor talked 
with him for quite some time and 
said that Sal appeared to be 
genuinely repentant, sorry for his 

sins, and a new believer in Christ! 

The very next morning, less than 24 hours after 
receiving Christ as Savior, Sal died unexpectedly 
of an aneurism. God saved this man right in time!!! 
There is great rejoicing in Heaven because of Sal 
(and great rejoicing on earth too), and Sal is in the 
presence of Jesus Christ! This is why we go out to 
where people are to share the gospel!!!  

Christians Trained in Evangelism!  
According to Ephesians 4:11-12, Evangelists are commissioned “to equip the saints for the work of ministry, 
for building up the body of Christ.”
